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INTRODUCTION 
 
This user guide provides an overview of how a Teacher can complete the Student Learning Objective 
(SLO) process using the SLO Application. The application has changed quite a bit from previous versions 
based upon teacher feedback. Please continue to pass along any feedback that you have so we can 
continuously improve the SLO Application!

ACCESSING THE SLO APPLICATION 
 
1. You can log onto the SLO application at https://slo.dpsk12.org using Google Chrome as your 

browser. Google Chrome allows for the best functionality. 
2. When you reach the log-in screen, enter your DPS username and password and click Log On. 

You will be taken to the SLO Home Page.

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GENERAL NAVIGATION 

 

Below is a quick summary of the major navigational items on the SLO home page:  

1. School Year: This dropdown allows you to view the currenǘ ƻǊ ǇǊŜǾƛƻǳǎ ȅŜŀǊΩǎ ƻōƧŜŎǘƛǾŜǎ 

2. MY SLO: This link brings you back to the SLO Home page where you can access your SLOs 

3. Shared SLOs: This page will allow you to share your SLO with other reviewers as well as access 

those SLOs which may have been assigned to you 

4. Info/Help: This link takes you to the SLO webpage where you will find a variety of resources on 
the SLO process 

5. Logout: This allows you to logout of the application. Be sure to close your browser after logging 

out! 

6. Announcements: This section provides critical information about the application, notices 

regarding timing for completion of SLOs, and other alerts 

7. SLO Status Area: This section provides the current status, name, and key dates about created 

SLOs as well as any actions a teacher/creator takes on their SLOs 

8. Action: This column allows you to perform actions on each objective. The action available 

changes throughout the process 

 

 Key Information: 

¶ LEAP teachers must complete a minimum of two SLOs for LEAP (to fulfill SB-191 
requirements). 
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CREATING A LONG-TERM GOAL 

 
1. Log into the SLO application (https://slo.dpsk12.org) using your normal DPS credentials.  
2. In the table summarizing your two SLOs, click the +Start button in the Action column 
3. The Long-Term goal page will open. 

 

 
 

4. From the Long-Term Goal tab of the Long-Term Goal page, follow the steps below to complete 
your SLO header: 

A. Position*: Review and confirm your SLO role is shown appropriately (or select another 
option in the drop down menu). This should default to your available position(s) in the 
application. 

B. School*: Confirm the appropriate school is listed that will be the focus of this SLO. This 
should be the location of your LEAP evaluator. 

C. Course Name*: Select the course that will be the primary focus for this SLO.  
i. Note: If you have selected a year-long course as the focus for your SLO, be sure 

to select a course section for both Semesters.  
ii. Note: If you are an elementary school teacher, be sure to select the course that 

aligns with the content area focus of the SLO and not your homeroom course.  
D. Course # - Section*: Select the course section that will be the primary focus for this SLO.  
E. +Add: Once a Course # - Section has been selected click +Add to include this course 

section in the SLO. 
i. Note: It is possible to include more than one course section in an SLO, and 

Pathways and HS teachers should include more than one section on each SLO 
whenever possible.

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F. Content Area*: Select the content area focus of the SLO from the drop down list 
provided. 

i. Note: The content area(s) listed in the drop down list are only those that are 
associated with the course 

G. Grade Level(s)*: Select the grade level(s) that will be the focus for this SLO. 
 

 
5 Select either the option to use a District SLO (by clicking the Use District SLO button) or create 

your own objective (by clicking the +Create Your Own button). 

 
A. Use District SLO: When selecting a District SLO you will be provided with pre-created 

objective information including: 
i. Objective Statement 
ii. Standards 
iii. Learning Progression Rubric 
iv. Performance Criteria 

B. Create Your Own: Selecting this option allows you to create a custom objective. 
 

 Key Information: 

¶ Required fields are indicated with an asterisk (*) 

¶ If you have questions about what content is included in a section, you can hover over the 

icon for additional instructions or information about the field. 

¶ The End of Course Command Level tab will not be clickable until you have had your Long-
Term Goal approved by an evaluator. 

¶ When selecting a course, if the course extends for both Semester 1 and Semester 2 (or is a 
year-long course) be sure to select all relevant sections for the course.  

¶ The Content Area drop down selection is based upon the content areas for the course 
selected in Infinite Campus. If you are an elementary school teacher, be sure to select the 
course that aligns with the content area that is the focus of the SLO (i.e. select 1st 
Mathematics, rather than 1st Homeroom if you have a math focused SLO).  

¶ When selecting a school be sure to select the School with your LEAP evaluator. By selecting 
a school, only the leaders and managers at that location will have the ability to evaluate 
your SLO. If the location of your evaluator is not an option and you are a teacher, student 
advisor, facilitator, TOSA, or admin assistant, contact the DoTS Hotline (phone: 720-423-
3888, email: dots_hotline@dpsk12.org). Do not submit your Long-Term Goal unless you 
have selected the correct Area of Association.  

 Key Information: 

¶ District SLOs can only be selected when the Use District SLO button is highlighted green (as 
shown above). If you have not selected a content area and grade level you will not be able to 
select the Use District SLO option.  

¶ If you have selected a content area and grade level combination that does not have a District 
SLO associated, you will need to create your own objective.

Upon selecting the Use District SLO option, select the desired Objective from the Objective Name 

drop down list. 
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Once an Objective Name is selected, you will be provided with pre-created objective information 

including: 

A. Objective Statement 
B. Standards 
C. Learning Progression Rubric 
D. Performance Criteria 

 

 

You are now ready to enter baseline data for this newly created SLO. Step-by-step 

instructions for entering baseline data can be found on page 10.   

 Key Information: 

¶ All fields that are part of the District SLO are not editable. If you wish to edit that information, 
you will need to select the +Create your Own SLO option. 
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Create Your Own Objective Path 

 

Upon selecting the +Create Your Own option, complete the fields below: 
A. Objective Name*:  Enter a unique name that succinctly describes the focus of the 

objective. 
B. Objective Statement*: Enter the statement you are working to achieve with your 

student population. 
C. Standards*: Type in or paste those standards that are represented in your Objective 

Statement. 
D. Learning Progression Rubric*:  Add a rubric that describes, for each performance 

criterion, the learning progression a student makes throughout the course. Click Browse 
to identify the desired file, then click Upload.   

I. Uploading a learning progression rubric is optional at this stage. If it is not 
uploaded now, it will need to be uploaded when end-of-course Expectation 
Levels are entered. 

E. Performance Criteria: Type in or paste into the text box each Performance Criterion and 
then click on the +Add button. After you have added each Criterion it will display below 
the text box. You can edit or delete each Criterion as necessary.

¶ Rubrics can only be uploaded in the following file formats: .doc, .docx, .xlsx, .xls, .jpeg, .jpg, 
.png, or .pdf. 
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Entering Baseline Preparedness 
7.  After selecting a District SLO or creating your own objective, you can enter the baseline 

preparedness for the students that will be a part of the objective.  The students provided in this 

view are dependent upon the course and section information you have configured above. 

 

8. To select students associated with a course section, complete the following steps: 

A. Select the desired course section in the drop down list. 

B. Click on the desired students from the Select student(s) list (multiple students can be 

selected at the same time by holding down Ctrl when clicking). 

C. Select the desired Preparedness Level for the students selected. 

D. Click the +Add button to add those students to the desired Preparedness Level

F. Optionally, you can search for desired student by using the search box provided 
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I. If you are selecting Significantly Underprepared or Underprepared preparedness 

levels you will also need to provide a short description of current knowledge, 

skills and capability for each student selected. 

II. Once providing the short description click Save. 

G. Repeat these steps until all students are associated with a Preparedness Level. 

 

8. To select students NOT associated with a course section, complete the following steps: 

A. Select the Show Students Not Within Course radio button 

B. Type at least two letters of the ǎǘǳŘŜƴǘΩǎ name to search for students 

C. Click on the desired students from the Select student(s) list 

D. Select the desired Preparedness Level for the students selected 

E. Click the +Add button to add those students to the desired Preparedness Level 

F. Repeat these steps until all students are associated with a Preparedness Level 

G.  Students not associated with a course section will appear highlighted in yellow 
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9. Students will show in their preparedness levels in the Baseline Preparedness table 

 

a. To view the Short description of current knowledge, skills and capability for each 

student selected in the Significantly Underprepared and Underprepared levels either 

hover over the black comment icon or click View Comments 

Rationale for Required Changes 
Various circumstances may exist within your SLO which require rationale to be provided:  

 Key Information: 
¶ {ǘǳŘŜƴǘǎΩ names are pulled from IC. If a student name does not appear, check with the 

scheduler at your school to confirm proper associated of courses for the student. 

¶ Students you have included outside of your course & section will not contain attribution data 
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A. If fewer than 10 students were inserted into your SLO, you will be prompted to enter 
rationale as to why this was submitted against the District suggested minimum 

B. If 50% or more of your students were assigned a baseline preparedness level of 
Significantly Underprepared, you must provide the rationale that explains this 
uncommon scenario 
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C. If you selected a course, section, and content area that has students enrolled according 
to Infinite Campus data, but you did not include within your SLO, you must provide 
rationale explaining this exception 
 
Congratulations! You have completed all of the Long-Term Goal fields for this SLO. 
Now you need to save or submit this information, as well as print and save a PDF copy 
for your records. Continue on to the next section to submit your SLO for approval. 
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SUBMITTING A LONG-TERM GOAL FOR APPROVAL 
 

1. After you have entered your objective information you can Save and Submit your SLO for 

approval by your evaluator.  

 
A. Save: Select if you are not yet ready to submit your Long-Term Goal, but you want to 

save the information you entered. 

B. Submit: Select if your Long-Term Goal information is complete and you want to submit 

it for approval.  

 
2. After submitting your Long-Term Goal for approval, your evaluator has the option to Request 

Revisions or Approve the objective.  

A. Revisions Requested: If the evaluator requests revisions of your Long-Term Goal, when 

you log into the SLO Application you will see an Edit button next to the SLO in the status 

table. If your evaluator requests revisions to the SLO, the revision comments will appear 

at the top of the Long-Term Goal page for the SLO when you first open the SLO after 

being requested to make changes. 

B. Complete the desired changes and resubmit to your evaluator. 

 
C. Approval: If the evaluator approves your Long-Term Goal, you will see Finish button on 

the MY SLO page.  

 Key Information: 

¶ You will not be able to modify your Long-Term Goal after you submit it for approval, unless 
your evaluator requests revisions on the SLO. Once it is approved, you cannot change it in the 
Application. 

¶ The Submit button will only be clickable if all requested fields are completed. You will be able 
to see the SLO is ready for submission when the button turns from Red to Green. 
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Congratulations! You have completed the Long-Term Goal phase of the SLO. Now you can 

move on to completing your End of Course Expectation Levels. 

SHARING YOUR SLO 
Throughout the school year, you will have the option to share your SLO with other district employees for 

the purpose of collaboration prior to final submission to your evaluator.  This sharing feature is optional, 

and you do not need to share your SLO with your Evaluator.  

The following information will review how you can enable the SLO sharing option, as well as review 

those SLOs which have been shared with you. 

  

 

 Key Information: 

¶ You will get an email notifying you when your evaluator has requested revisions or approved 
your Long-Term Goal.  
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To initiate your SLO Share, and conversely remove sharing access, you will use the following features as 

illustrated above: 

A. SHARED SLOs page contains all the features and updates related to your shared SLOs 

B. My SLOs Shared With Others section of the page will list you current year SLOs which are 

available for sharing 

C. ACTION: This button will initiate the sharing function by allowing you to search for other co-

workers you wish to see your SLO information (see step G below) 

D. Shared With: this information will summarize who currently has access to your SLOs.   

E. Unshare: Should you wish to terminate this share, only the SLO Creator is allowed to do so

F. SLOs Shared With Me: Should anyone share their SLO with you, this information will be 

displayed in this section 

G. Share My SLO: From step C above, once you initiate your share, you have the ability to 

search by first name and last name 

 

COMPLETING END OF COURSE EXPECTATION LEVELS 
 

1. After approval of your Long-Term Goal, you will be able to click the Edit button for the desired 
SLO to begin entering your End of Course Expectation Levels 

 

 
 

The first pane of the End of Course Expectation Levels allows you to add sections or students should 
either of those have changed since having your Long-Term Goals approved 
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Adding New Sections to Your Objective 
1. If a section needs to be added to an objective, click the +Add Section(s) button. 

 

 

 

2. To add sections to the SLO complete the following steps in the pop-up window: 

A. Select the desired course section in the drop down list. 

B. Select the course # - section in the drop down list. 

C. Click the +Add button to add the section. 

D. Repeat this process to add additional sections. 

E. Click OK to close the pop-up. 
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Adding New Students to Your Objective 
 

 
1. If a student needs to be added to an objective, click the +Add Student(s) button. 

2. To add students to the SLO associated with a course section, complete the following steps in the 

pop-up window: 

A. This view defaults to display students in your sections currently assigned to your SLO but 
not yet given a baseline preparedness level

Once your section and student population is finalized, you are ready to complete the assignment of 
Expectation Levels at the end of the course by entering the following information: 

A. The End of Course Expectation Levels are defined on this tab 
B. The students you selected during the Long Term Goals, late added during Mid-Course 

review, or late added during the End of Course review will appear here along with any 
comments or rationale provided during assessment 

C. The baseline preparedness level that has been assigned to each student will be listed 
here 

D. Your proposed Expectation Level will be assigned here

E. To assign multiple students an End of Course Expectation Level at the same time, you 
can complete the following steps: 
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i. Click the checkbox in the far right column for all students that have the same 
End of Course Expectation Level. 

ii. For any of the checked students, click on the End of Course Expectation Level 
drop down and select the desired Expectation Level. 

iii. The End of Course Expectation Level for all students checked will populate. 
iv. Repeat until all students are associated with an End of Course Expectation Level. 

F. Each student given an End of Course Expectation Level (other than N/A Due to 

Attendance) will either be automatically assigned growth points, or a growth point 

decision will have to be made based on the Growth Points Matrix. If a growth point 

decision is required, select the point value from the drop down 

G. To inform your decision to include a student in Student Growth, Teacher-Student 
attribution is displayed for each student. This is a percentage calculated from IC 
attendance data and other factors. If there is an error or no attribution data is available 

an  icon will appear. If you hover over the  icon, you will receive additional 
information 

H. In the Include in Student Growth? column you can choose to override the default setting 

to include or exclude a student. If you override the inclusion, the box will be highlighted 

for you and the evaluator 

I. Request Extreme Growth, highlighted in purple, requires your evaluator to approve the 
request before you can complete your end of course expectation levels

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Reflection and Rationale 
Based on the choices made in setting End of Course Expectation Levels, Points Decisions, and Inclusion 

in Student Growth, you will need to provide rationale for those decisions.  

 

2. Provide rationale if there are students with 80% or higher attribution who were not included in 

the objective. 

 Key Information: 

¶ Guidance on assigning Growth Point values is available at www.dpsare.com/teachers/student-
learning-objectives-slos/ 

¶ Teacher-Student Attribution is calculated from IC attendance data. It may differ from a

¶ Teacher-Student Attribution figures will update on a weekly basis until your SLO is submitted 
for approval to your evaluator. 

¶ Students are included by default in Student Growth if they have a Teacher-Student Attribution 

percentage of 80% or higher or if the  icon is displayed.

4. Provide rationale if any students were included or excluded from Student Growth contrary to

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OPTIONAL: INCLUDE MID-COURSE EXPECTATION LEVEL 
New for the 2016/17 is the option to include Mid-Course Expectation Level and Rationale.  The use of 

this feature will be under the direction of your evaluator, Principal, or Network Leader.  The details 

entered onto this page are informational only and do not automatically carry over into the End Of 

Course Expectation Level. 

This tab is provided as a resource for teachers/SSPs and evaluators; information entered here is 

viewable by your evaluator. You should discuss with your evaluator/school leader on whether or not you 

are expected to provide information in this tab. 
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A. The Mid-Course Expectation Levels page will contain any information entered and is available to 

your evaluator for review; no submission for approval is required
